One day as Elisha was on his way to Shunem, a woman
of rank who lived there pressed him to stay and eat
there.

‘Look, | am sure the man who is constantly passing our
way must be a holy man of God. Let us build him a
small room on the roof, and put him a bed in it, and a
table and chair and lamp; whenever he comes to us he
can rest there."

When he died, he died,
once for all, to sin, so his life now is life with God; and
in that way, you too must consider yourselves to be
dead to sin but alive for God in Christ Jesus.
