Here is a reproduction of the Catholic Bishops message on the importance of participating in elections.

“Gospel values inform how we look at the world as Christians. These values can also offer a different way
of looking at politics, a way that puts the common good before self-interest.

Throughout this election season we will be seeking answers which will help the poor, the marginalised,
and the vulnerable. We seek a society in which all families can flourish and where we care for our
common home, where we offer a welcoming hand to strangers in need, where we look out for those
struggling to get on. Families are the heart of our communities and society.

We seek, therefore, political leaders who can reflect and share these values. But this is not just about
leaders, it is about us. We are not merely the passive recipients of politics but active citizens. An election
is the best time for us as Christians to speak out, to get involved, and to lead. We hope that these
resources will help in that endeavour.”

e CERTIFICATE IN CATHOLIC PASTORAL LEADERSHIP WITH LIVERPOOL HOPE

UNIVERSITY: Beginning at the end of September 2024
Are you involved in any ministry in the Church? Are you interested in doing more for the
Church? Do you want to expand your skills in pastoral leadership? A new online course in
Catholic Pastoral Leadership might be what you are looking for. Liverpool Hope University has
partnered with several Catholic dioceses across England and Wales to help people like you to
gain fresh perspectives on Scripture and Church teaching. You will look at real-world issues in
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the light of our tradition and consider the best ways of exploring Christian faith and life with
others.
You will take 4 modules over 2 years:

- The Word of God

- The Synodal Church

- Dimensions of Christian Life

- The Church’s Mission in the World

The course can be followed online, and you can do most of the work at a time to suit yourself -
with occasional synchronous sessions.

There are two ways you can take this course. All students will review the material presented
online and do some assessed work to complete the course (total cost £1900). Or you can take
this course as a postgraduate certificate (60 credits) at extra cost and with additional work (total
cost £2400).

Funding may be available from Liverpool Archdiocese so that we can bring these acquired skills
and knowledge into our ministries and find new ways and opportunities to help others explore
and expand on their faith.
