3 As we prepare for CAFOD’s Lent Fast Day on Friday,  
 may the Holy Spirit create in us a desire to live simply 
 and in solidarity with our sisters and brothers who are poor.  
 Let us pray to the Lord. R.  Lord, have mercy. 
         
4 For our beloved dead, especially those who have died recently: 
 Deacon Leo McNicholas, Roy Hough, Dave Thurston and Teresa Barnsley. 
  May they rest in peace and live in Christ.

 and for those we have been asked to remember this weekend,  
 especially Alf Brown, Kathleen McQuillan 
 and all the people of this parish community.
